For the ‘Extracrdinary Measures’
exhibition (until 26 September), the
19th-century Belsay Hall, set within
30 acres of Northumberland countryside,
hosts Mat Collishas's giant spinning wheel
in its ruined castle, stages 2 war of red and
grey stuffed squirrels by Tessa Farmer on
the lawn, and presents mocked-up scenes
from Greek mythology using dallhouse
furniture in a Freddie Robins sculpture.

The Tatton Park Biennial (until 26
September) in Cheshire features
work by artists including Steve Messam,
Fiona Curran, and David Burrows &

overflowing with pheasant feathers;
on thelake, giant fuchsia lily pads; and a
two-ton block of ice, kept frozen by solar

power, on the beautifully manicured lawn.
